3. Motions

a) Motion for Contours fee renewal: journals get funding from restricted fees. The
agreements expire each 3 years, and has to be renewed each 3 years. The
journal went on hiatus for a few years, but re-started last academic year.

b) WHEREAS Contours Law Journal (“Contours”) is a bilingual journal which aims to
map and shape the contours of debates, experiences, concerns, and aspirations,

through written and artistic exploration, of the intersection of people of marginalized
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gender expressions, sexuality, race and law.

WHEREAS Contours is published annually and welcomes contributions in English
and French from students and faculty members. In particular, aspiring to center
trans, queer, and BIPOC (Black, Indigenous, People of Colour) voices.
WHEREAS Contours is published both in print and online and is available free of
charge.

WHEREAS the current 5.00% fee paid by the members of the Law Student’s
Association is what permits the annual publication of the journal and the
organisation of other accompanying events.

WHEREAS Contours proposes to lower the existing fee from $5.00 to $§4.00 per
semester;

1) Do you agree to renew and lower the non-optoutable Contours Journal Fee
at a rate of $4.00 per semester, payable by all Law Students’ Association
members, starting Winter 2026 to Fall 2029 (inclusive), at which time it must
be brought back to the membership for renewal? A majority “no” vote will
result in the termination of Contours’ funding, thereby putting at serious risk
the existence of the journal and its ability to publish and host future events.
